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A campaign dedicated to assisting Christian
members and affiliations in discovering and
actively participating in sharing the joy, love,
and justice brought about by Jesus as His
living witnesses.

Frequently, justice and love are viewed 
as distinct, if not antagonistic, values and
goals. On the one hand, justice is commonly
portrayed as a harsh judgment, as unforgiving
punishment. On the other hand, love is viewed
as sentimentality, in which wrongdoing goes
unpunished. The Bible presents a unique
perspective on justice and love. Both are
essential aspects of God's personality. God is a
righteous judge (Psalm 7:7; 2 Timothy 4:8). At
the same time, God is love (1 John 4:8)
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As living eyewitness accounts
of Christ, we advocate for

justice and love in all of its
forms through campaigns.
